


       Fiscal Responsibility 

Since becoming independent in 2003, Lawrence County Health Department Board of Health has never asked for a tax increase. We currently receive 3 pennies for every one hundred dollars of county property tax. Local taxes only cover about 15% of the health department operating budget. 

Most funds are acquired through federal, state and local grants. These grants help pay for vital programs that promote a healthy county. The clinical programs are offered to all county residents on a sliding scale basis. These include cancer screening, WIC, Family Planning, Children’s Physicals, and the Vaccine program. Another vital asset to our health and well-being is the Environmental program. On-going inspections of food service, schools, septic systems and trailer parks help make Lawrence County a much safer place to live and work. Other programs such as Smoking Cessation and Nutrition provide counseling services that are invaluable to our citizens. You can also spot us doing education to promote physical and mental health in various venues throughout the county. Look no further than Lawrence County Health department for effective, productive help for first-time parents, which comes with incentives and other perks through the HANDS program.  In addition, around the clock advice for breastfeeding mothers is available through WIC. In our day and age we must be mindful of disaster preparedness and provide information and mitigation for epidemic awareness as well.  As a benefit to our school children, we station Health Department nurses for all of the county’s public schools to monitor sick children and work with the parents and physicians for treatment. Current coalitions are meeting to encourage science based education and promotion for healthy life styles and prevention of chronic disease.
